
RIVERHEAD LITTLE LEAGUE MODIFIED RULES 

                             MAJORS BASEBALL-2009 

1.     Intentional walks are allowed-(No Fee pass) 

2.     A game is 6 innings or 2 hours. 

3.     If a batter is hit by a pitch he will be awarded first base. At that time the umpire will 

warn the pitcher and defense coach; that a second instance per inning or three times in a 

game. That pitcher shall be removed pitching in that game.  

4.     There is an infield fly rule 

6.     Sliding is recommended when going into 2
nd

-3
rd

, and home plate.(Slide to avoid contact) 

7.     Bunting is allowed 

8.     Pitchers must warm up with helmet. 

10. If a player is going to be a base coach, he must wear helmet. 

11.  Only 4 infield positions can be occupied. 

12.    No wood Bats 

13.    Only League authorized balls will be used 

14.     If a team has only 8 players to start the game. Every time the number 9 slot comes to 

bat, it will be considered an out. If a player comes late they will be inserted in the vacant 

spot. 

15.   Little league Inc. pitching rules in affect.  

16.      A base runner may not leave the base early on their attempt to steal a base.1
st
 offense 

they will return to base occupied. 2
nd

 offense they will be called out. 

17.      DH- Is considered a starting spot in line-up. All starters must go back to their original 

spot in the order after substitution. 

18.      All players must wear hat and t-shirt (Tucked in) 

19.      Pinch Runner may be used in case of injury (last batted out) 

(d) Pitchers league age 16 and under must adhere to the following rest requirements:  
• If a player pitches 61 or more pitches in a day, three (3) calendar days of rest and a game (see note 

below) must be observed.  
• If a player pitches 41 - 60 pitches in a day, two (2) calendar days of rest and a game (see note 

below) must be observed.  
• If a player pitches 21 - 40 pitches in a day, one (1) calendar days of rest must be observed.  

• If a player pitches 1-20 pitches in a day, no (0) calendar day of rest is required 
 
 A player may pitch in consecutive games if 40 or less pitches were delivered in the previous game. 
 A pitcher once removed from the mound cannot return as a pitcher
